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Experience report — Exchange semester at Hankuk University of Foreign
Studies, Seoul, South Korea

My semester abroad at Hankuk University of Foreign Studies was an incredibly
rewarding and transformative experience, both personally and academically. Since |
applied myself trough Asia Exchange and since the exchange was self-funded, it
required careful planning and budgeting, but I am convinced that the experience was
worth it. The semester fee was 2650 Euros.

The application process through Asia Exchange was very smooth and | received
support the whole way. They guided me through the document submission phase,
admission process, and Visa application step by step. After | received my acceptance
letter from HUFS, | had to apply for the D-2 student Visa at the Korean consulate,
which | did in Frankfurt. | would advise others to begin the Visa process early as the
appointment slots fill up quickly.

| chose to stay in an off-campus dormitory, which was a shared double room. The
accommodation was simple, quite clean and in a very convenient location, being just
a 5-minute walk from the campus. During the orientation days organized by HUFS,
they give you instructions on how to complete your course registration, give you a full
campus tour, and you will meet other exchange students from all around the world. |
was also paired with a Korean “buddy”, who helped me settle into my new life in
Korea. My buddy offered me tips on everything from local SIM cards to the best
restaurants near campus.

Academically, | enrolled in four different courses, tied to International Studies, which
were all taught in English. The classes were all very engaging, with a good mix of
lectures, group projects, and presentations. | really appreciated the interactive style
of teaching and all the global perspectives shared by both professors and
classmates. | also highly advice taking advantage of the free Korean language
courses offered by the university, which are incredibly useful for daily life and for
connecting with the local culture.

The HUFS campus is modern, very well maintained, and full of resources. | spent a
lot of my study time in the library or in one of the student lounges. Outside of class, |
joined the university’s run club, which organized weekly runs and events, | even
participated in a marathon with the whole run club. The school offers a lot of different
sport clubs where you can meet new people and engage easier with the Korean
students, making it easy to get involved and make friends.

Living in Seoul was truly an adventure itself. The city is vibrant, safe, and easy to get
around thanks to their excellent public transport system. | loved exploring
neighbourhoods like Hongdae, lkseon-dong and Itaewon, where you can visit
historical sites such as the Gyeongbokgung Palace, and trying all kinds of Korean
street food. On weekends, | recommend traveling to cities like Busan and Suwon, or
taking a short flight to beautiful Jeju Island.
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Since | self-funded my whole exchange, budgeting was important. While Seoul can
be expensive compared to other Asian cities, student discounts, affordable campus
meals, and cheap public transport helped me keep the costs down and manageable.

The best part of my exchange was undoubtably the people | met there and the
cultural immersion | experienced. Koreans were consistently kind and helpful,
whether it was about giving directions, recommending places to eat or just having a
conversation. However, the biggest challenge was navigating the language barrier
and adapting to certain cultural norms, but with an open mind, it all became a part of
the whole learning experience.

If I were to offer advice to future exchange students, | would tell them to go with an
open mind, budget smart, and say yes to as many new experiences as possible,
whether it is a university event, a weekend trip, or a dinner with people you don'’t
know. South Korea is a country that welcomed me warmly, and studying at HUFS
offers a perfect way to experience Korean culture and what Seoul and Korea has to
offer.
